We believe this legislation will assist the more than 6,000 Ontario residents with disabilities who rely on attendant services to maintain their health and independence.

Citizens With Disabilities – Ontario incorporated as a not-for-profit organization in 2005, committed to the rights of all persons to participate fully in the civil, cultural, economic, political and social life of their communities.  CWDO actively promotes the rights, freedoms and responsibilities of persons with disabilities through community development, social action, and member support and referral.  Our primary activity is public education and awareness about the social and physical barriers that prevent the full inclusion of persons with disabilities in Ontario.

If adopted, this legislation would: 

1. Create a Consumer Advocate Office

2. Establish a new Governance Structure for Service Provider Boards 

3. Address Consumers’ Long Waiting Times for Attendant Services 

4. Provide for a Dispute Resolution Process
